	Past Quarter Highlights


	Glen Doe is the contact person for the committee.  He is receiving about four calls per month so people are beginning to be aware of the committee’s services. This round of calls did generate some referrals for casseroles and visits.  Most people were very appreciative of the phone call. 	Projected activities for next quarter
